Section 8: PASSPORT/VISA INFORMATION

Please enquire from your travel agent whether you need a visa to get to Botswana. Should you need the conference organizer’s assistance in procuring a visa and/or need an invitation letter for securing a visa, please contact the Congress Secretariat:  phaladze@mopipi.ub.bw and mogobekd@mopipi.ub.bw.

NOTE: Since many airlines route through South Africa to get to Botswana, it is important to confirm the visa and passport requirements for both Botswana and South Africa.  For example, must your passport be valid for at least six months following entry into either country?
· US citizens DO NOT need visas to enter Botswana and South Africa

· Commonwealth countries DO NOT need visas to enter Botswana and South Africa. For example, Jamaica, United Kingdom, Canada, Australia.  However there are a few exceptions.

· Citizens of the following countries are REQUIRED to have visas to enter Botswana and South Africa: Nigeria, Ghana, India, Sri Lanka, and Pakistan.
Cost of Botswana Visa application is P500 or approximately $107(USD).
